More recently they have been asked
to design and produce hot water
bottle covers and blanket squares to
join together to make warm blankets
for the bunks of the Williams Il, these
will provide a more comfortable
environment for visitors staying
overnight on the ship. They are also
recruiting knitters locally to knit these
items. Colours for the hot water bottle
covers and blanket squares are sea
blues, green and greys, and patterns
vary from geometric to those linked to
the sea and sailing, such as dolphins and
seagulls, anchors and lighthouses.
